The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), District Four, is pleased to provide information regarding the
bridge rehabilitation of the SR-5/US-1 Bridge over the Dania Canal (Bridge Number 860001) in the City of Dania Beach.

PROJECT UPDATE

The water channel will reopen to the public beginning Monday, February 20. While construction on the bridge will still
be ongoing, please exercise extreme caution when navigating through the work zone and avoid the area, if possible,
during the work hours of 7 a.m. until 5 p.m., Monday through Friday. Short-term, temporary channel closures of a few

hours are still possible, but the contractor will make every effort to accommodate access. Construction is anticipated
to be completed by Spring 2023.
