 The study area is a mile-wide corridor centered on 
SR-7 that runs from just south of the Miami-Dade 
County Line to north of Sample Road. 

 The following goals were identified:
• Improve safety for all users
• Continue to improve transit service within the SR 

7 corridor.
• Invest in transportation solutions that are cost 

effective
• Encourage land use and urban form to support 

multimodal transportation options
• Reduce automobile traffic congestion without 

adversely impacting the mobility and/or
• safety of cyclists, pedestrians, and transit users

 8 groups of projects have moved to implementation
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Copans Road from SR 7/US 441 to NW 49th Terrace

 Widen sidewalk to 8-10 ft along both sides of roadway

 ADA improvements

 Miscellaneous roadway modifications to accommodate wider sidewalk

 Drainage

 Provide drainage improvements as a result of widened sidewalk

 Signing and Marking

 Signing and pavement markings to distinguish between bicycle and pedestrian path

 Replace signs impacted by sidewalk widening

 Signalization

 Pedestrian signal modifications at SR 7/US 441 and Bank Roads

 Landscape

 Tree removals and root pruning and a result of widened sidewalk
