• Concrete sidewalk and driveway replacement, including
curb and gutter improvements

• Signing and pavement marking upgrades, including bike
lane and detectable warning surfaces 

• Installation of four (4) signal mast arms at the Linton
Boulevard intersection to meet current standards 

• Drainage and utility improvements

the public

Ordinance, work will take place during daytime hours,
Monday through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

• Pedestrian, driveway and street access will be
maintained at all times
