CHANNEL CLOSURE FRIDAY, DEC. 20: From 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. Friday, Dec. 20, the U.S. Coast Guard will close the
channel to boat traffic to set the last four (4) beams on the east side of Span 3 (south of bascule bridge). Please note this
operation is not required for opening the first two lanes to traffic.
