reconstruction. This full closure was implemented on Jan. ' ‘

detoured via S Globe Avenue, W Globe Avenue to SW
North Globe Avenue.

e Eastbound SW North Globe Avenue motorists will be
detoured via W Globe Avenue and S Globe Avenue to SW
Port St. Lucie Boulevard.

e Install three (3) new signalized intersections with mast
arms at SW Alcantarra Boulevard, SW Tulip Boulevard,

e Add aright turn lane on SW Port St. Lucie Boulevard's
