Disabilities Act (ADA) standards.

e Installing pedestrian pushbutton detectors at
signalized intersections.

e Upgrading pavement markings and lighting at
signalized intersections.

¢ Drainage improvements.

TRAFFIC IMPACTS
e Double-lane closures are permitted as follows:
e Nighttime, SR-5/US-1 within project limits,
Monday through Sunday from 8:00 p.m. to 6:00
a.m.

e Nighttime, SR-5/US-1 within 600 feet of
signalized intersections, Monday through Sunday
from 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.

e Double-lane closures are permitted at any time
at the northbound SR-5/US-1 and SW Ocean
Boulevard intersection for drainage work.

e Single-lane closures are permitted as follows:
e SR-5/US-1 within project limits, Monday through
Sunday, as needed.

¢ Nighttime, SR-5/US-1 within 600 feet of
signalized intersections, Monday through Sunday
8:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.

e Sections of the sidewalk will be closed and pedestrian
detours will be in place.

e Business and residential access will be maintained at
all times.
