PROJECT IMPROVEMENTS 
 

• Milling and resurfacing the existing roadway. 
 

• Replacing sidewalk and providing sidewalk              
connectivity. 

 

• Removing abandoned driveways. 
 

• Upgrading pedestrian curb ramps to meet Americans 
with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards.  

 

• Upgrading pedestrian signalization and lighting at  
signalized intersections.  

 

• Upgrading drainage, signage and pavement markings. 
 
TRAFFIC IMPACTS 
 

• Single-lane closures on SR 5/US 1 are permitted at 
night, Monday through Friday from 8:00 p.m. to 6:00 
a.m.  

 

• Sidewalk closures are limited to one direction at a 
time. Curb ramp closures are limited to one per        
intersection. Work shall be staggered so that no two 
continuous blocks have sidewalk reconstruction.  

 

• Sidewalk shall be reconstructed so that access can be 
obtained to a local business from either side of the 
block.  

 

• Pedestrian access and bus transit stops will be          
maintained at all times. 

 

• Additional information about lane closures, detours, 
and pedestrian impacts will be provided in the weekly 
traffic report distributed by FDOT and can be viewed 
using the following link:
