The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) will close the northbound S.R. 9/I-95 on-ramp from 
eastbound S.R. 704/Okeechobee Boulevard in the City of West Palm Beach for high friction surface 
installation. The closure will begin at 8 p.m. on Tuesday, March 10, 2026, until 6 a.m. the following day. 
Crews may require Wednesday, March 11 and Thursday, March 12, 2026, as contingency dates to finalize 
the work. Please be advised, this schedule may change due to weather or unforeseen circumstances. 

Detour Information: 

• Continue east on S.R. 704/Okeechobee Boulevard, make a U-turn at Parker Avenue onto 
westbound S.R. 704/Okeechobee Boulevard, and access the ramp to northbound S.R. 9/I-95.
