e Eastbound motorists will be detoured via S.R. 60/Indian River Boulevard and S.R. 60/Beachland Boulevard to
S.R. AlA.

e TheS.R.656/17" Street Bridge will not be closed at the same time as the S.R. A1A North Causeway Bridge. Only
one bridge will be closed at a time, and coordination between the closures is ongoing.
